Verge Valet™ is for junk - see if you can sell, donate, repair or give
away anything that’s still usable before booking your collection.

2. Book your collection online.
Visit vergevalet.com.au

3. Wait for confirmation, then place your junk on the verge no more
than three days before your collection date. You’ll receive an email
and/or text message confirming your collection.

Have your junk ready to go by 7am on the day - and leave the rest to us.

I live in an apartment, can I use Verge Valet™?
Yes, Verge Valet™ can be used by residents in apartments and units.  
If there are 25 or more units in your complex, please contact the  
strata manager or caretaker to book collections.

How many collections can I book?
Each residential property is eligible for two free bulk waste collections 
and one free green waste collection per financial year.  You can purchase 
additional collections through Verge Valet™ Extra.
